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UPDATING THE ISSUES  
We've had a year of action with some achievements and some setbacks, as is 

normal. The old playground equipment at Turo Park has been replaced by 

an unusual 'pirate' ship (not from Somalia) so many are learning new skills 

and perhaps revisiting old stories. Speakers at our monthly meetings have 

taken us on many visits around the globe as well as showing us what more 

can be done to retain our local trees and shrubs and community character. 

There have been battles on DAs at Empire Bay and Hardys Bay, and some 

achievements with the former though ongoing vigilance is required to en-

sure that foliage is replaced and retained and proper boundaries observed.  

GCC listened to submissions and made changes to the DLEP to respond to 

local views on the importance of the COSS lands and to more appropriately 

designate the Dog Track and other tracks in the area. The tree at Wagstaffe 

went from being the old high tree of past years to a new bendy tree, which 

was then replaced by a smaller 'straight' tree, now surrounded by a myriad 

of planting, thanks to Bill Gregor, Ray Bass and others. The new tree will 

once again be festooned with Christmas lights (thanks to assistance from 

the Gosford City Council).  Do you have Christmas lights foryour house? 

And those of us living near Wagstaffe have had ongoing power disruptions 

due to works but out of that we can be sure that our electricity supply will 

improve.  To slake our thirst, we now have a   brilliant new dog friendly 

bubbler.  Ongoing maintenance and development of the Hall continues.  

 

Brains and bodies are kept in good shape with all the regular activities at 

the Hall, while the more recent monthly music productions The Wharf at 

Wagstaffe, organised by Rob Payne have added to local enjoyment, as have 

the ongoing Art/Craft Fairs.  There will be ongoing lobbying to improve fa-

cilities in the local area, with plans to work with Council and National 

Parks for: the walking track to Half Tide Rocks, the upgrade of tennis court 

facilities and an addition to Turo Park.  

 

Thank you to everyone who contributes to this work as your involvement 

makes this community the vibrant place that it is, and gives us a myriad of 

activities to enjoy, while maintaining our local friendly low key character. 

Thank you all, and we look forward to interesting developments, and your 

ongoing support in 2012 (where has this century gone?).
